If your photo is not available on the Hall Ticket or if your photo is not clear, please
bring your recent passport size photo with a valid photo Id proof that Aadhar Card,
Driving Licence, Voter ID Card, Passport), to the examination hall.

Candidates are informed that they are PROVISIONALLY admitted to this
Entrance Exam. The permission to appear for the Entrance Exam is only an
enabling provision. The decision on the eligibility of the candidate for admission to
a course entirely rests with the University, after verification of original certificates.

No candidate shall be allowed to enter the Examination Hall 30 minutes after the
commencement of the Examination and shall not be permitted to leave the Examination
Hall before the completion of Examination Time.

Use of log tables, wrist watches, electronic gadgets / communication devices like
cellular/mobile phone, Bluetooth, microphones, earphone, etc. are not allowed in the
Examination Hall.
